a. Unable to provide tax deductible receipts, it is a for-profit-fundraiser and not associated with the 501c3 status of the BHS Boosters.  Companies like Snap can take a percentage of the funds raised in some cases up to 1/3.

b. Boosters can do something similar for a 3.2% Credit Card Card Processing Fee.
