· Event Insurance:  Some events require additional insurance or an insurance certificate

· Either of these must come from Main Boosters

· Examples, kids train at heritage days, dunk tank, fireworks, shake the can 

· Individual clubs are not to contract insurance because you are not legal entities

· To get additional coverage email the event details to treasurer email at least 3 weeks prior to the event

· Event date, location, and description

· If you are running an activity with potential liability that requires a special use policy, there is a cost with this coverage

· Some stores are requesting insurance for shake the can events to show that we have insurance which is no cost

· Thank you to everyone who came out to help run the event.  

· We had 101 people participate the day of the event and Joe Cotton is going to give us credit for people who went to the dealership the week before and after the event

· We raised at least $2,020.

· Concession Stand 

· Any person in contact with food that is not prepackaged must wear gloves

· Hot food must be stored in appropriate heated containers to maintain minimum heat requirements.  List of food items and temperatures is on the DuPage county health department website

· Fallen Soldier Memorial – Dog Tag Brewing
· Back in June Mike Gulczynski came to the meeting and asked us to support his request for a grant to fund a flag pole and other items to create a memorial to his son and other BHS alum lost in combat

· Ken received an email last week that we have been awarded a $5,000 grant

· Ken had to complete some additional information which is done and is waiting for details on funding.

· This will be a great addition to the activity complex

· Mr. Demovsky suggested Ken Pavell look into a partnership opportunity with Rockford Charitable Gaming

· This is a group that runs poker tournaments in partnership with Not-For-Profits

· They organize the events and have a membership group that attends their tournaments

· Each event earns the charity between $2,000 - $4,000 which is earned from a percentage of each pot.

· We just need to provide people to staff the bank. 

· Since we are already licensed for charitable gambling in Illinois it was a simple addition to add table games.

· They have offered us November 22 in Mount Prospect as a test event which the Boosters should try. Will be running the Bank for the event.
· We are under no obligation to partner for any events if we decide not to participate.

· We are still waiting for a response to our request for a waiver from the Illinois Department of Revenue to allow us to not incur cost for an additional audit.
